Quick Overview

Our current employment climate in the United States is experiencing stress on many Iévels. From a productivity
perspective employers have to evaluate costs that are both apparent and residing under the surface.

The ENCOMPASS Critical Incident
Stress Management (CISM) is an appropriate tool to use as employees or their family members learn that a co-
worker or family member has a terminal illness, an unexpected event that claims a human life, or other unpredictable,
traumatic events such as weather related disasters or accidents on site. CISM not only assists employees to work
through an event, but educates employees and their family members (in some instances) in terms of what to expect,
and how best to cope as life slowly returns to a more normal state.

CISMs also serve to remind employees and family members of the existence of the ENCOMPASS benefit, so that
individual, confidential support may be utilized as well long after the traumatic event has occurred.

Educational Opportunities

Educational events, which may include additional employee orientations or other refreshers designed to educate
members regarding current topics of interest and to promote maximum utilization of the benefits provided by
ENCOMPASS, will be mutually agreed upon, and will be given at convenient locations and times for as many
employees as possible on all shifts. These services may be ‘converted' into other types of On-Site services such as
a longer seminar on a current topic of interest. For example, instead of one sixty minute seminar per quarter, some
organizations use two 60 minute seminars within a one month time period; to further develop manager or supervisor
skills with topics such as conflict resolution or communication issues.
