Whether you plan to attend a 4-year college or community college, take at least five
academic classes every semester in high school to develop skills in reading, writing,
speaking, listening and reasoning.

Colleges are looking for a solid foundation of learning that you can build upon. Keep Iin
mind that even though they may not be required for high school graduation, most colleges
prefer the following:

1 4 years of English

1 4 years of math (including Integrated algebra, geometry, and algebra 2/trigonometry)

1 3 years of social studies

1 3 years of laboratory science

1 2-3 years of the same foreign language

1 courses in fine arts and computer science

Many states have diploma options available to students, such as the New York State
Regents Diploma, and options frequently require additional high school coursework.
