INDIVIDUAL FEMA ASSISTANCE

Residents of Linn County can now apply for the Federal
Emergency Management Agency's (FEMA) Individual Assistance
Program, which provides disaster-affected homeowners,
renters, and businesses with programs and services to
maximize recovery, including assistance with housing, personal
property replacement, medical expenses, and legal services.

Assistance can come in the form of grants for temporary
housing and home repairs, low-cost loans to cover uninsured
property losses and other programs to help individuals and
business owners recover from the effects of the disaster.

Individuals and business owners who sustained losses in the
designated area (Linn County) can begin applying for assistance
by calling 1-800-621-3362 or 1-800-462-7585 for TTY users.
Users of 711 or Video Relay Service (VRS) may call
1-800-621-3362 The toll-free telephone numbers will operate
from 6:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m. C5T, seven days a week, until
further notice. Applications for assistance can also be submitted
by registering online at www.DisasterAssistance.gov.

Locations for FEMA Disaster Recovery Centers (DRCs) are being
determined and information regarding these sites will be
communicated once finalized. DRCs are accessible facilities and
mobile offices set up after a disaster to help with FEMA
response and assistance.

Linn County residents are no langer eligible to apply for the
State Individual Assistance Program and should apply for the
FEMA Individual Assistance Program.

Forms are
available in French, Kirundi, Spanish, and Swahili and the
Commission has access to a language line. Employment,
Education, Public Accommodation and Credit cases must
be filed within 300 days of the last discriminatory incident.
Housing cases must be filed within one year of the last
discriminatory incident.

PERSONAL USE OF WOOD

Residents can save wood for personal use such as refurnishing,
firewood, etc., but will need to collect any wood they want to
save from their property or their neighbor’s property, prior to it
being picked up by crews. Once the wood is picked up, it will go
to a drop-off site for mulching as well as appropriate FEMA
documentation, and is not available for residents at this time.
For safety reasons, we cannot allow residents onto drop-off
sites while work is underway, where heavy machinery is
operated, and there are significant volumes of large truck traffic
and debris piles.
