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Owners of Temporarily Shut down Business, Churches or School Buildings

As several businesses and facilities have been closed for the past few weeks, the water in the lines that serve these facilities may have become stagnant.  The disinfectant used to rid harmful bacteria in the water has likely dissipated if your facility has not taken additional steps to keep water flowing through these lines.  

As your facility begins to move back into an operational format, the City of Washington recommends that you turn on the water at different locations within your facility and allow fresh water to run through the system piping before consumption.
